By our
sins, we also grieve our Father, who does not desire us to come under His judgement, but to turn to Him and live.

As disciples of the Lord Jesus, we are called to struggle against all sin and temptation that would lead us away
from loving God and our neighbor. Let us pray to our dear Father in heaven, for the sake of His beloved Son, and
in the power of His Holy Spirit, that He would grant us grace to amend our lives, and that He would have mercy
on us, forgive us our sins, and bring us to everlasting life.

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O almighty God, merciful Father:
We confess to You, and to one another, that we have greatly sinned in our thoughts and in our words, in
what we have done and in what we have failed to do.

Have mercy on us, O Lord.

We have been deaf to Your call to serve as Christ served us. We have not been true to our calling as Your
children. We have grieved Your Holy Spirit.

Our negligence in our use of Your Word, in our life of prayer, and in our worship; and our failure to live the faith
that is in us,
we confess to You, O Lord.

Our self-indulgent appetites and ways, and our exploitation of other people,
we confess to You, O Lord.

Our anger at our own frustrations, and our envy of those more fortunate than ourselves,
we confess to You, O Lord.

Accept our repentance, Lord, for all the wrongs we have done. For looking to ourselves for our highest good, and
not looking to Your Word and Your will,
accept our repentance, Lord..
