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Dearly beloved, Christ our Lord says in the last chapter of Matthew, “All authority in heaven and on earth has
been given to Me. Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of
the Son and of the Holy Spirit.” In the last chapter of Mark our Lord promises, “Whoever believes and is baptized
will be saved.” And the apostle Peter has written, “Baptism now saves you.”

The Word of God also teaches that we are all conceived and born sinful and are under the power of the devil until
Christ claims us as His own. We would be lost forever unless delivered from sin, death, and everlasting
condemnation. But the Father of all mercy and grace has sent His Son Jesus Christ, who atoned for the sin of the
whole world, that whoever believes in Him should not perish but have eternal life.

Live always in the
light of Christ, and be ever watchful for His coming, that you may meet Him with joy and enter with Him into the
marriage feast of the Lamb in His kingdom, which shall have no end.

In Holy Baptism God the Father has made you a member of His Son, our Lord Jesus Christ, and an heir with us of
all the treasures of heaven in the one holy Christian and apostolic Church. We receive you in Jesus’ name as our
brother in Christ, that together we might hear His Word, receive His gifts, and proclaim the praises of Him who
called us out of darkness into His marvelous light.

Amen. We welcome you in the name of the Lord.

Almighty and most merciful God and Father, we thank and praise You that You graciously preserve and enlarge
Your family and have granted Bennett Louis Tuscano the new birth in Holy Baptism and made him a member of
Your Son, our Lord Jesus Christ, and an heir of Your heavenly kingdom.
